It is many years’ since attending a meeting at the Methodist 
Church Hall where interested parties were invited to 
discuss the use of the piece of land which has now become 

our much-valued Linch Furlong. Over the years, this area has been carefully managed 
for the Parish Council on behalf of the village by Patrick Knight, a long-standing 
resident of the village. Through his knowledge, care and consideration, Linch Furlong 
has become a truly interesting area for fauna, flora and other forms of life, such as 
fungi.  
 

The photographs of wildflowers shown on the front of this publication were taken 
during a guided walk when Patrick shared some of his extensive knowledge with 
others. The plan moving forward is to have a changing information board through 
the seasons to assist us all with the work of nature that is happening in our midst.  
Through the generosity of Old Road Securities, who have been the sponsors of the 
Village Directory since its first publication, and the regular support of local businesses 
and other advertisers, the village has raised considerable sums of money. Much of 
this money was spent on the sculptures in Linch Furlong and also replacement of the 
village signs; we hope to revisit these in the coming year so visitors to our village are 
warmly welcomed.

Oakley now has a statutory 
Neighbourhood Development Plan.  
 
Congratulations to everyone in Oakley for 
sustaining this over a 3 year period.   
 
Decisions on any planning application in 
Oakley need to take account of the plan.  
 
 

How did we get there? Read on: 
 
Bedford Borough Council on the 23rd of March 2020 “made” (brought into 
legal force) the Oakley Neighbourhood Development Plan. The plan is now 
part of the development plan for the Bedford Borough Council. This was a 
result of the referendum on the 27th of February 2020 when more than 50% 
of those who voted were in favour of the plan being used to help to decide 
planning applications. 
 
The Oakley Neighbourhood Plan group (NDP) is a subcommittee of the 
Oakley Parish Council and is comprised of parish councillors and residents 
of the village.  
 
They, over 3 years found out by consultations, how you would like the 
village to develop and what you felt was important to you as a village 
community.  
• It had Bedfordshire Rural Community Charity conduct a housing 

survey. 
• It engaged a consultant Urban Graphics who guided us through the 

legal parts of forming the NDP and successfully brought us to the 
examiner stage 
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Bedford Borough Council – Councillor Jon Abbott  
 
As your Councillor I am the Chair of Borough Council Planning Committee. The 
committee works hard to balance the local needs of the Borough against continual pressure 
from Central Government for ever increasing numbers of housing. The Local Plan 2030, 
will be adopted in the first quarter of 2020, this will enable the Planning Committee to 
better protect the local area. As soon as the plan is adopted, we shall start working on our 
next local plan and the Borough Council is keen to get your views on where the people who 
live in Bedford Borough would like development to take place. 
 

I am a member of the Rural affairs Committee, who oversee all applications received for 
Rural Grants.  We can also advise and make recommendations on any matter which affects 
the rural area of the Borough and the Borough Council’s relationship with Parish Council’s 
in its area. I also serve on the Environment and Sustainable Communities Overview and 
Scrutiny Committee. 
 

 I am a Governor of Sharnbrook Academy Federation, helping to ensure we deliver the best 
possible education for our young people, and ensuring that SAF consider their local 
neighbours.  
I am a member of Oakley Parish Council.  
I am available to try to resolve any issues you have with Borough Council services and will 
signpost you to the relevant services that you might need.

Copy deadlines are as follows: for the Spring edition it is mid February; 
for Summer it is mid May; for the Autumn edition it is mid August, and for 
the Winter edition it is mid November.  
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• Different members of the group went through government guidance, 
Bedford Borough Local Plan policies and background papers to put 
together the plan so that it could proceed to examination.  

• It was examined by the independent Examiner Wendy Burden, who 
determined that subject to modifications, the plan met the basic 
conditions and should proceed to referendum. 

 
It is a statutory Planning document and planning applications in the future 
must take into consideration the policies in the Oakley Neighbourhood Plan.   
 
Bedford Borough Planning Officers must also take into consideration those 
policies when making their decisions on planning applications. 
 
Recently when a planning application came forward for houses in 
Pavenham Road. The NDP group and the Parish Council were able to use 
the Oakley Neighbourhood Development Plan to object to that 
development. 
 
The group is still in existence and is continuing to work on a variety of 
issues: 
 
• They have replied to the Government’s “Planning for the Future” 

consultation.  
• The group continue to work with the Oakley Parish Council on the 

borough consultation “Call for Sites” and the East West Rail route to 
the north of the town through Rural North Beds.  

• The group is concerned that there might be weakening of the Ouse 
Valley Character Assessment when the Borough is finalising the 
Local Plan 2040. It used to have the protection of the “Area of Great 
Landscape Value” which was removed by the government. The group 
is approaching various bodies to see how they can ensure some 
protection for this beautiful area which supports biodiversity. It is 
discussing with the borough how they can give greater protection to 
our river landscape and its biodiversity.

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• Different members of the group went through government guidance, 
Bedford Borough Local Plan policies and background papers to put 
together the plan so that it could proceed to examination.  

• It was examined by the independent Examiner Wendy Burden, who 
determined that subject to modifications, the plan met the basic 
conditions and should proceed to referendum. 

 
It is a statutory Planning document and planning applications in the future 
must take into consideration the policies in the Oakley Neighbourhood Plan.   
 
Bedford Borough Planning Officers must also take into consideration those 
policies when making their decisions on planning applications. 
 
Recently when a planning application came forward for houses in 
Pavenham Road. The NDP group and the Parish Council were able to use 
the Oakley Neighbourhood Development Plan to object to that 
development. 
 
The group is still in existence and is continuing to work on a variety of 
issues: 
 
• They have replied to the Government’s “Planning for the Future” 

consultation.  
• The group continue to work with the Oakley Parish Council on the 

borough consultation “Call for Sites” and the East West Rail route to 
the north of the town through Rural North Beds.  

• The group is concerned that there might be weakening of the Ouse 
Valley Character Assessment when the Borough is finalising the 
Local Plan 2040. It used to have the protection of the “Area of Great 
Landscape Value” which was removed by the government. The group 
is approaching various bodies to see how they can ensure some 
protection for this beautiful area which supports biodiversity. It is 
discussing with the borough how they can give greater protection to 
our river landscape and its biodiversity.

How did we get there? Read on: 
 
Bedford Borough Council on the 23rd of March 2020 “made” (brought into 
legal force) the Oakley Neighbourhood Development Plan. The plan is now 
part of the development plan for the Bedford Borough Council. This was a 
result of the referendum on the 27th of February 2020 when more than 50% 
of those who voted were in favour of the plan being used to help to decide 
planning applications. 
 
The Oakley Neighbourhood Plan group (NDP) is a subcommittee of the 
Oakley Parish Council and is comprised of parish councillors and residents 
of the village.  
 
They, over 3 years found out by consultations, how you would like the 
village to develop and what you felt was important to you as a village 
community.  
• It had Bedfordshire Rural Community Charity conduct a housing 

survey. 
• It engaged a consultant Urban Graphics who guided us through the 

legal parts of forming the NDP and successfully brought us to the 
examiner stage 
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Bedford Borough Council – Councillor Jon Abbott  
 
As your Councillor I am the Chair of Borough Council Planning Committee. The 
committee works hard to balance the local needs of the Borough against continual pressure 
from Central Government for ever increasing numbers of housing. The Local Plan 2030, 
will be adopted in the first quarter of 2020, this will enable the Planning Committee to 
better protect the local area. As soon as the plan is adopted, we shall start working on our 
next local plan and the Borough Council is keen to get your views on where the people who 
live in Bedford Borough would like development to take place. 
 

I am a member of the Rural affairs Committee, who oversee all applications received for 
Rural Grants.  We can also advise and make recommendations on any matter which affects 
the rural area of the Borough and the Borough Council’s relationship with Parish Council’s 
in its area. I also serve on the Environment and Sustainable Communities Overview and 
Scrutiny Committee. 
 

 I am a Governor of Sharnbrook Academy Federation, helping to ensure we deliver the best 
possible education for our young people, and ensuring that SAF consider their local 
neighbours.  
I am a member of Oakley Parish Council.
