Oakley Has a Statutory Neighbourhood 
Development Plan. 
 
The Plan, which was reviewed in 2022 
can be downloaded from the village 
website and will not be reviewed again 
until the New Bedford Borough Local 
Plan to 2040 is adopted. 
 

Decisions taken by the developers and the Planning Authority should take 
account of the Oakley NDP. 
 
The NDP group and the Parish Council have had one success and one 
partial failure. 
 
We had a meeting with the agent on the High Street site. Fortunately, the 
agent listened to us, and the 13 houses initially proposed were reduced to 
10. We also raised other concerns including drainage and safety of 
pedestrians and we will work to ensure that both outline and full 
applications submitted to the Borough conform to NDP policies.  
 
The Station Road appeal against refusal of the outline plan for access to the 
site was upheld. The Inspector was only considering the access at this time 
and did not accept the arguments from us but did put 33 conditions on the 
site. When the full plan is submitted, we will argue that (about) does not 
justify a 33% increase in housing. We will also work to ensure that all the 
conditions are met.
